We have allowed you to target accounts forwarded in a specified date range. We have changed the close date and age from close to mean a forwarded date range when you specify a forwarding agency. If a forwarding agency is not selected, the close date is considered for those date options. The titles have been changed to Close/Forward date.

We have changed the Metro2 credit reporting program – when the METRO2 program is processed the system will check any account that has previously been reported to the credit bureau and if the date of first delinquency (if blank we use the last transaction date) is greater than 2555 days old:

· The account will be omitted from the Metro2 file
· The credit reporting flag on the account will be changed to “Withdrawn”
· A note will be added to the account "FCRA-7 yr stop credit rep"

Notes were added even when routing number and account number were not changed. This has been addressed.

We have an important change. On System Security, there is a new field on the user set up, FIRST SCREEN. Presently, you can "Turn the GUI on" for all companies. You can also turn it off. When you turn the option on, it does affect some of the behavior of the green screens (messages and pop-ups). The idea was that you would turn the option on, work it with for a few days, and then roll it out to all users. Based on several factors, we have added some flexibility. This will help you move into the GUI at your pace. Regardless of the company settings, you can now turn the GUI on or off, for individual users. It's simple. On System Security, on the first screen, simply put a Y or N in the field, GUI On/Off (Y,N). This will override the company setting for the individual user.

NOTE: Program messages such as “processing complete” do not appear for users who are using GUI. However, you may have some clerical staff that process files and do not use GUI. They will need to see these messages. Therefore you can turn off GUI by inserting an ‘N’ on the above mentioned field for the individual user.

We did not print an acknowledgement for an inactive close or remove from placement. The logic was simple - If it was closed the same day, it must have been an error. It seems that clients are closing accounts based on the consumer's state, and these accounts are not being acknowledged to the client who placed the account. We have made a change. On the close codes system control file, there is a new option "Include on acknowledgment (Y)". This will override the normal program logic and will print the account if it is closed with the close code.

If an account is in a state you cannot or should not work, you can set this up in the states system control file and have a message to warn the agent, or close the account.  What happens if an account is in a valid state but the phone number (based on area code) is in a state you cannot work? We will now treat that as a DNC number and warn the agent that the home number or cell number is in a closed state. If the POE is in such a state or cannot be called, we will show a message that the POE cannot be called. Other areas of the system will also bypass these numbers. We use the MelissaData area code tables to get the state for a phone number. This will require you to have I-Tel or the MelissaDatafiles set up.

How does the system do it?

The system will look at the phone number and check the MelissaData area code tables to get the state associated with the number. It will then check the State system controls and if that state is set up as a do not work state, the number will be treated as a DNC number. The system will check the State system control fields listed below and if either field is populated, the state is considered a do not work state:

Allowed to work, calls to POE (N,P)
Close accounts (Y)

This can be h, w, c or a phone code (upper case). h, w or c will select accounts with at least one phone number, and ONLY home, work or cell phones (respectively) on the account detail screen AND the "Other phones" screen. For example, h will only select account where ALL the phone numbers on the account are home phones (home phone on account detail screen or numbers on the other phones screen that are defined as 'home numbers' in the phone codes system control file). If an upper case letter is entered (A-Z), we look for accounts where there is at least one phone number and ALL THE PHONE NUMBERS are the same as the phone code specified. Numbers on the account detail screen are assumed to be H, W and C (home, work and cell). 

On the search, we will display the UserID, processing type, QCat code and time frame the accounts will be moved to.

If both accounts do not have socials, the option is not activated. This will allow you to set up perfect matches based on name and address matches, OR social match only... but stop accounts with DIFFERENT socials and same address from linking to each other.  We have also created a new spool file to show the accounts that linked, but do not have a matching name or social. This will make it easier to identify accounts that may have been incorrectly linked, and the warning messages are buried within many pages of linked accounts!

The default for non-linear payment arrangement was 1 for the number of missed payments before sending to the collector and suspending arrangement if sent to collector. This has been changed. We will now look into the number entered in the field ‘Number of missed payments before sending to the collector’ to send the account to the collector and suspend the arrangement for non-linear arrangements.
If no installments or dollar amounts are specified, the first missed payment will send the account to a collector. If the last installment is missed, the account qualifies to go to a collector regardless of the number of missed payments or balance to be checked.

To send letters with a zero balance, use the option ‘Send with zero balance’.

This issue has now being addressed.

Retain CC info with inactive close that allows payments (Y)

It is common for companies to set up payment arrangements with credit cards. For checks and credit cards, we will usually treat inactive closes as accounts to which money should not be applied. In the case of credit cards, if there are no open accounts or active closes for a linked group, we assumed there were NO active accounts and deleted the credit card information as a precaution, prior to creating a payment batch from the credit card transactions. What if the transaction had already been authorized because one of those accounts was closed inactive, but you wanted to take a payment? Why would that happen? A good example is an old account that is out of statute, but the consumer wishes to pay because it is on their credit file. The system allows you to keep an inactive account closed, but to allow payments on it (option is on the close codes system control file). If you want to consider these inactive closes eligible to have a credit card payment applied to them, put a Y in this field. You will also need to put a P on the field "Open on payment transaction" on the close code (to indicate that payments are allowed). This will stop the credit card series from being deleted because all the linked accounts may be paid in-full or have inactive closes. This change is only for credit cards, and not for any direct checks logic.

1. We have added the ability to STOP all letters to a specific Client group number. Key in the client group number and leave the Letter code field “blank” – put a “Y” in the field Stop letter (Y).

2. We have also added the ability to STOP all letters to a specific Client group number EXCEPT a select few letters.

Ex. You a have 50 letters in your company but you ONLY want to allow letters 01, 02 and 03 to be used for a specific client. How do you do this?
Key in the client group number and leave the Letter code field “blank” – put a “Y” in the field Stop letter (Y). This stops all letters.
Then set up the client group number and key in 01 in the Letter code field AND 01 in the send letter field. Repeat this step for letter codes 02 and 03. The system will allow these 3 letters to go out for the client but stop all others.

Calls were not stopped to these numbers, and calling the police of fire department under the circumstances, was not a good idea. We had added an option       ‘Calls to work (N)’ to the disaster areas by area code.
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
