The FTP Job Processing module allows you to schedule the transferring of files to and from your FTP site automatically. Once set up, the processing will occur on the date and time entered.
Note: If you power down your system, run an IPL, loose power, etc. you will need to reactivate the schedules (see bottom of doc for instructions)

You can:

Create a new job using F6-Create
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Type options, press ENTER.

You can schedule the job to run on:

A specific day or days of each week 

Every xx number of days (every 30 days) 

A specific day of each month (15th of each month) 

On the last day of each month
You will need to set up the FTP rules:

· Description of job

· FTP site’s IP address

· The port used (we default to 21 as that is the most common used)

· SSL Secure Socket Layer
· Whether the file needs to be transmitted in binary

· Whether this job is to “get” the file from the FTP site or “put” it to the FTP site

· Whether any of the files will be using a date within the naming convention and if so what the format is (mdy, ymd, etc)
· User name and password used to access the FTP site
· Associate the library, directory and file names between the AS400 and FTP site; and how the files are constructed 

· Whether to clear the AS400 file or not
· Whether to create a backup of the AS400 file or not
